MEMBERSHIP in the alumni

The Alumni had a bumper year in terms of paying members recruited. A total of 29 members was recruited into the Alumni. This represented 35.3% of total membership. It comprised 3 Life Members and 26 Ordinary Members .This brings the total membership in the Alumni  to 105; 82 Ordinary Life Members and 23 Ordinary Members. 

In addition, the Alumni recruited 210 Junior Members. Unlike paying members, they pay no subscription and have no voting rights and free membership is for 5 years after which their Junior Membership will lapse, unless they sign up as Ordinary Life Members or Ordinary Members. Junior  Membership is confined to students in the graduating classes of Sec 4E, 4NT and 5N, and they are recruited on a yearly basis.

The intention of introducing this new category of Junior Members is to draw them into the Alumni, with the hope that they become paying members within 5 years, or when their junior membership lapses.
